Summary

Meeting called to order at 10:07 a.m. 
HUSKY A for Parents and Caregivers:  Restoring Health Care for Families
Karen Siegel from CT Voices for Children told us about her organization, which does research based advocacy on policies related to the well-being of Connecticut children. HUSKY A is Medicaid for children, parents and pregnant women, health insurance to promote family wellbeing. In 2015, eligibility was reduced, from families at 201% of the federal poverty level to 155% of the federal poverty level, which led to over 11,000 parents losing coverage, and as of November 2017, over 78% of families had no known insurance. Every town in CT has at least one family who is affected by this program, which reduces poverty, allows healthy parents to parent and work better, and expands coverage to children.  With CT’s looming fiscal crisis, it is likely this program will be on the chopping block in the next session. 


Dial-A-Ride
Brian Luther from CRCOG provided a packet of information on research he’s done on Dial-A-Ride (DAR). There is a lot of variety in how much each town is paying per ride. The data includes ADA transportation, and the DAR rides cost more than ADA rides, although there are more trips on ADA. There was a discussion about potential avenues to sharing services. Everyone provides special trips, everyone goes to the UCONN Health Center – those are two potential trips that could be provided regionally. In order to move in that direction, those towns that are interested in sharing would want to start with auditing their current special trips and formalizing and aligning schedules. There may be some interest in taking a step forward in Bloomfield and Windsor.

Members suggested that a possible topic for a future meeting could be a presentation on research relate to hoarding, which was presented at the Hoarding Conference.
