Scene Size Up

ATrooper slow rolled n/b from x23. Asked if it was on camera. Desk
verified and confirmed to shut down n/b. Trooper asked if the tanker
was fully loaded and desk replied affirmative. Trooper informed troop
that we should shut both sides of highway down. More units
dispatched.

ATrooper arrived on scene 0607:22. He was approx. 1/8m from tanker.
Advised desk that the FD could come up the x 24 ramp the wrong way
If needed.

A#713 on scene S/B and he shut it down at x24 0610:14.
AHazmat determination and identification was made from operator.




Traffic Conditions

A0610:47 Desk was advised by FD to shut it down n/b at 23. We then
took initiative to shut down s/b at 26. We had determined through
the HAZMAT book that we needed a Y2 mile perimeter.

A0614:20#638 advised that the FD may want to shut down Orchard St
overpasstanker not far from it. Sizable power lines nearby as well,
Desk advised.

ATraffic was backed up past exit 23n/b ¥ mile. It was backed up s/b ¥
mile past exit 26. We used the 24 turnaround to get cars that were
trapped between n/b between 23 and 24 free.
