Subject: CT Vision Zero Council

Established 2021

The Vision Zero Council is an interagency work group tasked with developing statewide
policy to eliminate transportation related fatalities and severe injuries involving
pedestrians, bicyclists, transit users, motorists, and passengers. The Council was established in
2021 by the Connecticut General Assembly as part of Public Act 21-28.

Policy and Interagency Approach

On or before February 1, 2022 and annually thereafter, the council shall submit the state-wide
policy and interagency approach and any other recommendations to the joint standing committee
of the General Assembly having cognizance of matters relating to transportation.
